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Boulevard Tree Planting Program
Each year, the City plants approximately 35 boulevard trees based on resident requests. In 2009, the City purchased its own nursery stock and held a volunteer planting day the second Saturday in May. This significantly reduced costs and residents who participated had a fun, rewarding and educational morning followed with a lunch provided by the City. This is a program the City plans to continue. To request a replacement tree, individuals should provide the following information to the assistant planner/city forester:

1.  Name, address and phone number of person requesting tree planting.

2.  If the tree was removed in the past, the location of tree that was removed and the year it was removed.

3.  If not due to a removal, the reason for requesting a tree.

Upon receiving such a request, the assistant planner/city forester will take these steps: 
1.  Evaluate the site for suitability. 

2.  If the site is to be planted, make a recommendation about species and location.

3.  Notify the person requesting planting of the decision.

The final decision about tree planting on public property lies with the assistant planner/city forester.  If the homeowner's site wasn’t chosen for planting within the next few years, he or she may, at their own cost hire a City approved contractor to plant a tree or they may plant their own tree with City approval.  The City must approve the site and species.

Trees will be planted on the boulevard adjacent to homes that are older than 10 years.
