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ONALASLKA WINS NATIONAL RECOGNITION FROM THE NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF TOWN WATCH
On August 3rd the Onalaska Police Department hosted the City’s first National Night Out, which is sponsored by the National Association of Town Watch. It is a nation wide effort that encourages neighbors to come together and take back their neighborhoods. 

Held at Quincy Street Community Park Onalaska’s first National Night Out featured an antique car exhibition, a magic show, games and a movie in the park. The event was attended by over 400 citizens.

“One of my goals for the Police Department in 2010 was to put together a National Night Out for Onalaska,” said Onalaska Police Chief Jeffrey Trotnic, “it was very much a collaborative effort. There were a lot of organizations and citizens that came together to make this night happen. Community organizations like the Boy Scouts, the Lion’s Club and the Onalaska National Honor Society, businesses like Target, WalMart, Festival Foods and the Blue Moon Restaurant provided food, volunteers and donations which helped make our first effort such a success.”

The National Association of Town Watch agrees with Trotnic’s assessment of Onalaska’s first National Night Out as evidenced by Onalaska’s selection as a National Award Winner for outstanding participation in the 27th Annual National Night Out program. Thousands of communities from all 50 states participate in the National Night Out Program and Onalaska was one of 47 winners in Category 4 (communities with populations between 15,000 and 49,000) to receive national recognition. 
“It was gratifying to receive this award,” said Trotnic, “we have every intention for National Night Out to be an annual event in Onalaska.”
The Onalaska Police Department received a plaque in recognition of their efforts.  The plaque will be on display in the Police Department lobby.  
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
