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ONALASKA AQUATIC BREAK INS SOLVED
Last night the Onalaska Police Department arrested two individuals believed to be responsible for the recent burglaries at the Onalaska Aquatic Center.
A 17 year old Onalaska resident and a second suspect who is a minor were observed breaking into the Aquatic Center at 1:20 this morning.  

“We had the Aquatic Center under surveillance for the past few days,” said Onalaska Police Chief Jeffrey Trotnic, “and it paid off in a big way.  This is an example of good police work pure and simple.”

Among the items recovered was the cash register from the Aquatic Center which was found in a wooded area and items from other burglaries.  Once under arrest the two suspects admitted to numerous other crimes including several incidents of retail theft from local merchants.

“You couldn’t hope for a better result than this,” said Onalaska Investigator Chad Marcon, “Surveillance can be very tedious so it’s extremely gratifying to see all of that work break this case.”

The 17 year old was charged with five counts of burglary, five counts of criminal damage and theft, the juvenile was charged with four counts of burglary, four counts of criminal damage and theft in the Aquatic Center burglaries.  Other charges may be pending as the case develops.
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
