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Sand Lake Road Getting a Facelift
On Monday June 27th Sand Lake Road will be getting a much needed face lift in the City of Onalaska.  Designed to replace deteriorated pavement with an expanded roadway section, the Sand Lake Road construction project also incorporates a roundabout at the intersection of Sand Lake and Riders Club Road. Sand Lake will continue with one lane in each direction but will now have a turning lane. The 
roundabout is designed to move traffic efficiently at the intersection. 

“We are very excited to begin this project,” said Onalaska City Engineer Jarrod Holter, “it will facilitate a more efficient traffic flow.  The addition of the turning lane in particular will improve traffic conditions significantly.”

The project encompasses the section of Sand Lake between Riders Club Road and County Trunk Highway SN.  The Onalaska Engineering Department wants to assure motorists that the intersection of Riders Club Road and Sand Lake will remain open to traffic.  Only the northern portion of Sand Lake Road (from Riders Club Road to County Trunk Highway SN) will be closed to through traffic during construction.
Anticipated completion date for the Sand Lake construction is November 15th, 2011.
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
